Sustainable Landscape Ecology CRN #31309 
Landscape ecology, a relatively new field within 
modern ecology, deals essentially with the interac-
tions between spatial pattern and ecological proc-
esses, including various anthropogenic influ-
ences.  This course will cover the basic concepts, 
principles, and methods of landscape ecology, as 
well as its important applications in nature conser-
vation, resource management, and landscape plan-
ning and design. Landscape ecology emphasizes 
large areas and the ecological effects of spatial 
patterns on ecosystems. Landscape ecology con-
siders the development and dynamics of spatial 
heterogeneity, interactions and exchange across 
diverse landscapes, the influence of spatial hetero-
geneity on biotic and abiotic processes, and the 
management of spatial heterogeneity. Through 
reading and discussion students will explore the 
ecological relationships of biotic communities in 
heterogeneous environments and the importance of 
the landscape scale to ecosystem diversity and 
function in wetlands, forests and range-
lands. Students will learn about the relationships of 
landscape ecology to plant ecology, animal ecol-
ogy, population ecology, aquatic ecology, land-
scape architecture and geography. Students will 
specifically address sustainability, BMPs and con-
servation issues at the landscape scale. Students 
will perform field work and site visits.
