COURSE DESCRIPTION

A graphing calculator is required. Instructor will use a Texas Instrument calculator (T183). This
course continues the development of algebraic skills and concepts. The topics include: linear

equations, functions and graphs, applications of systems of equations, inequalities, rational

expressions and equations, operations of radicals and rational exponents, quadratic equations,
exponential and logarithmic functions.
