 Incorporate the appropriate formal argument models and patterns of organization for 

each speech delivered. 

 Compose and utilize appropriate speaking notes to facilitate and enhance the delivery 

of speeches. 

 Utilize both verbal and non-verbal communication effectively 

 Demonstrate an awareness of audience analysis and feedback during speech 

deliveries. 

 Use audio and visual aids, including PowerPoint, where appropriate, to enhance 

speech presentations. 

 Document information using MLA/APA format. 

 Analyze and provide productive, useful, and constructive critique of peer speech
