Course  
Description:       
This is a survey course designed to acquaint the liberal arts student with a broad spectrum of mathematical ideas not emphasized in traditional algebra courses. As a terminal mathematics course, it conveys the nature and diversity of mathematics, its methods, applications, and roles in society. Topics are selected from problem solving and critical thinking skills, graph theory, voting and apportionment, introduction to probability, linear programming, patterns and symmetry, linear and exponential applications; others may include fractal geometry, financial management, fair division schemes, game theory, or codes.

During each of week - except the weeks where there are test/projects - there will be a discussion question.  You are required to answer the initial question and provide at least two additional responses during each discussion week. These additional responses can include responses to your classmates, responses to my follow up questions or questions that are on topic.  Only responses which add to the discussion and are on topic will be given credit.  (Responses like “Good job” or “Great post” will not receive credit.)  There will be no discussion during testing weeks.  You will receive 10 points for each week for a total of 100 points possible.
